Dress Code
ALL STUDENTS:

1. All students may wear shorts during the months of August, September, May and
June.

2. Uniform blouses are to be plain, solid white with collars. No lace, ruffles or
gemstones. Slacks and knit shirts (with collars) are to be plain, with NO pattern,
stripes, plaids or trims. NO logos larger than a nickel.

3. Boys and girls may wear turtlenecks with uniforms or slacks, as long as they are
uniform colors and plain.

4. Sweaters: Sweaters must be plain - navy blue or white, cardigan, crew or V-neck

style. Sweatshirts: Sweatshirts must be plain navy blue or Holy Trinity.

Sweatshirts with logos sold at Laura's Custom Embroidery, School Closet or Nash

Imaging will be the only sweatshirts permitted. NO hoods will be allowed in the

classroom. Pictures are posted at www.holytrinitycs.org for clarification.

Socks must be worn and must be solid black, navy or white crew socks with a cuff.

All socks must be above the ankle or higher. Socks may not have a logo.

All students must wear a brown, black or blue leather belt with pants or shorts.

7™ and 8™ grade girls may wear only LIGHT make-up.

Students K-6 may wear only clear Chap Stick. NO lip-gloss.

Shoes: Clean athletic shoes or brown, black dress shoes. All shoes must have

backs. Shoes may not have a strapped back. Shoes must not have an open toe.

Canvas high top tennis shoes may only be worn with slacks. All heels should not

exceed approximately 1 inch in height.

10.Boots: NO cowboy boots, snow boots or work boots of any type may be worn in
the classroom. Dress boots may be worn with slacks; as long as the heel does not
exceed approximately 1 inch in height.

11. Undershirts must be plain white with NO writing.

12. The only items allowed to be worn under skirts or jumper or spankies, shorts, navy
or white tights. NO pants are allowed to be worn under skirts or jumpers.

13. All students must have their natural hair coloring only.

14. Jewelry: Large hair ornaments, necklaces, beads, earrings or bracelets are not
permitted. Students are only permitted to wear the following.

Girls: small post style earrings, wristwatch, religious medals, small necklaces.
Boys: wristwatch, religious medals only. NO earrings or other piercings.

15. No aerosol cans are permitted in the building during school time. This includes
hairspray and deodorant. However, other forms of deodorant are encouraged.

16. Shirts must be tucked in at all times.
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DRESS CODE
Uniforms must be worn every regular school day. Students who do not conform to this
regulation will receive one warning. Continued non-compliance will result in a

principal/student conference, loss of recess, and/or the issuance of a Life Skills Report.

Students are to wear:

Girls:

Grades K-5: White dress/golf style shirt, long/short sleeved, with collar only.
Solid navy blue pants or short, jumper or solid navy or plaid skort or
skirt.

Grades 6-8: Navy or khaki pant or short, khaki or plaid skort or skirt. White or
navy/golf style shirt, short or long sleeved.

Boys:

6rades K-5: White or light blue dress shirt/golf style shirt with collar, short or
long sleeved. Solid navy blue pants or short.

Grades 6-8: White, navy or light blue dress/golf style shirt with collar, short or
long sleeved. Navy or khaki pant or short.

All Students:

Shorts, skirts and jumpers must be no shorter than two inches above the top of the
knee or two inches below the bottom of the knee.
